Federal Disability Workforce Consortium (FDWC) 

Who are the members of the FDWC?

The Federal Disability Workforce Consortium (FDWC) members are the names and faces behind the Leadership for Employment of Americans with Disabilities (LEAD) initiative.  It is our goal to develop and advocate a culture of engagement and continuous learning within the federal Disability community.  All interested individuals who are working within the area of disability employment (in the federal sector) are welcome to participate in FDWC activities.  

What is the History of the FDWC?

In early 2005, a new interagency organization was established, at that time it was called the Federal Disability Program Committee.  This interagency organization included disability program managers, Section 508 and Selective Placement Coordinators, and others who were interested in promoting the employment of people with disabilities in the federal sector.  In 2005 and 2006 the FDWC offered a variety of learning sessions on disability employment related topics, and will continue to do so throughout 2007.  

What is happening with the FDWC currently?
New in 2007, FDWC has been hosting a series of "Town Hall" type meetings, inviting the leaders of the federal disability community to hear a variety of perspectives, connect at a grassroots level with professionals in the disability community, and learn more about issues experienced on the front line of disability employment.  Everyone in the community is invited to participate in the town hall meetings and to have a chance to make their voice heard.  Senior leaders from the following organizations are invited to participate in these discussions: the White House, EEOC, OPM, the CHCO Council, DOL/ODEP, DOD/CAP and others.  The FDWC events are held bi-monthly.
