National Conference of State Legislatures: Guide to State Legislative Approaches on Human Service Transportation Coordination 

The National Conference of State Legislatures (NCSL) recently released a report detailing action taken by States to improve coordination of human service transportation.  The report, entitled Coordinated Human Service Transportation: State Legislative Approaches Report provides the first comprehensive look at what State legislatures are doing to improve access to transportation for individuals who have lower incomes, disabilities, or older adults who do not have access to or who cannot use automobiles. 

This extensive report contains several recommendations including analyzing the benefits that coordinated human service transportation may yield, and determining the opportunities and advantages of State legislation.
