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National Council on Disability (NCD) Report on Transportation Services

In June 2005, the National Council on Disability (NCD) published a report, entitled, “The Current State of Transportation for People With Disabilities in the United States”.  The NCD Report provides an analysis of current state of transportation systems for people with disabilities in the United States along with best practices and successful initiatives. In addition to addressing transportation issues related to the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), the NCD also outlines other aspects of transportation services including accessible taxicab service, volunteer programs, and other non-traditional transportation services.  The report also discusses the need to address transportation issues in rural areas of the country.  The NCD includes a broad range of recommendations related to various aspects of transportation services for individuals with disabilities. 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United We Ride Expert Panel Met in Washington, D.C.

The National Consortium on Human Services recently hosted a United We Ride Expert Panel.  The panel was charged with identifying strategies for helping communities and states implement the elements outlined in the Framework for Action and develop appropriate measures of success.  The panel included representatives from state and local government, transportation agencies, human service provider organizations, and consumer advocates.   The panel will work through the summer to develop a new “tool for implementation” that will be available later in the year for communities and States.
