Volunteer Driver TurnKey Kit

The Turnkey Kit is a practical “how to” technical assistance tool for organizations and agencies interested in planning, implementing and evaluating volunteer driver transportation programs for older adults.  It includes three sub kits: Planning Kit, Implementation Kit, and Evaluation Kit.  A fourth section of the TurnKey Kit provides information about a special volunteer driver model called Volunteer Friends.  Additionally, there are sections that provide resources and information about the originators. 
 
The materials in the Kit draw on the combined experiences of the Beverly Foundation and the Partnership to Preserve Independent Living.  The materials within the Kit have been developed and tested by volunteer driver program professionals with practical experience in planning, implementing and evaluating volunteer driver programs.
 
The Turnkey Kit is a dynamic document in that its contents will be expanded and  revised as new information and assistance materials become available.   As such it is expected to have a long term impact on the development and expansion of volunteer driver programs that provide transportation to older adults in America.
